Uniformity should be maintained when presenting numbers (e.g., one decimal place for all percentages). P values should be reported (with three decimal places), whenever a statistical test was used. Only the results that are directly relevant to your topic/purpose should be included and opinions or discussions should not be included in this section.
Conclusion: This section should include the main conclusions and clear recommendations on the value of the work.

Keywords: Provide up to 3 words arranged in the alphabetical order, separated by commas and each word should start with a capital letter.

Word limit: 300 words (Excluding the title, authors, affiliations and keywords). Mention the word count.
